Fox Hollow Elementary Music Disclosure Document

Grades 4-6
Course Outline


All classes will follow the Utah State Core Curriculum. Second trimester, fourth grade will learn basic keyboarding and fifth and sixth grade will learn the recorder. Attendance


Attendance is vital to music class, since all of the learning will take place in class. We have a set number of days in each rotation, so we move at a fast pace and do not have time to back up and review. This is not the kind of class where homework worksheets can catch a child up who has missed class. Therefore if a child misses class, the learning is lost and cannot be regained. 
Materials


All students will be provided with a simple folder for keeping their music. If students lose their folder, they will need to replace it with a folder from home. Bringing their folder every day is part of their participation grade. The fifth and sixth graders will need a recorder. A separate announcement sheet will be sent home with the recorder details. For the fifth and sixth graders, bringing their recorder to class every day is also part of their participation grade. It is vital that students come to class prepared to learn each day.
Homework


There will be very little homework. Most homework will be in the form of studying for tests. The second trimester will be the recorder unit for fifth and sixth graders and the basic keyboarding unit for the fourth graders. During that trimester, home practice charts will be required. These practice charts will require 20 minutes per chart (not per day) of practice. It will also require the students to perform a song for an adult (18 years old or older). Those fourth graders who do not have access to a piano or keyboard at home can practice using the paper keyboard they will be provided and/or clapping the rhythms to the songs.
Grading


Music is a pass/fail class; however, your student’s percentage will be listed on the report card. Your child’s grade is determined by the following breakdown: 80% participation and 20% graded assignments (assignments, practice charts, and tests). Students do not have to be good at music to get a good grade. They simply need to participate appropriately, complete the assignments, try their best, and do what Mrs. Brown asks them to do. Those who do not score well on the Reading Music Test, will be given a second chance to take the test with some assistance from Mrs. Brown.
Discipline


Students are expected to follow the rules and be respectful in class. Mrs. Brown follows the school wide “Stop and Go” discipline policy. Because students are only in music for 30 minutes, they will be allowed two warnings (per rotation, not per day) before being sent to the office for Stop and Think. The second time a student is sent to the office, it will be a Stop and Go. As stated on the Stop and Go form, some offenses are an automatic Stop and Go and do not require a warning first. Repeat offenders will not receive multiple warnings.
